Development and assessment of route options for 
CSM2 and MSRFL

 – Refi ned and consulted on two options and project 
corridor for CSM2 from 2009 strategic study 

 – Investigated and consulted on three options 
for MSRFL

 – Developed preferred alignment for MSRFL 
widening to the west

 – Developed best fi t CSM2 alignment option 
within project corridor 

 –  Developed more northerly alignment option for 
CSM2 as a response to community feedback

 –  Compared options and selected chosen option

 – Announced chosen alignment

CRETS  2002 - 2007   

Christchurch Rolleston and 
Environs Transportation Study 
(CRETS) published in November 
2007 identifi ed possible CSM2 
routes and the need for four-
laning of Main South Road.

RoNS  March 2009  

Government announces Roads of 
National Signifi cance (RoNS) programme 
which includes CSM2 and MSRFL.
