The upgrade of Johns Road (State Highway 1), between The Groynes
and Sawyers Arms Road is close to completion.

The project team has recently finished installing traffic counting equipment and traffic monitoring cameras.
This equipment will allow the Christchurch Traffic Operations Centre (CTOC) to have real-time information
about any delays, accidents or breakdowns on this section of the network.

The team have now packed up for the winter and will return to the site in September/October 2017 to
complete the final asphalt surface at the Clearwater and Sawyers Arms roundabouts and on the southbound
lanes.

Following this the final touches such as road marking will get underway, completing the upgrade.
