AN OVERVIEW OF THE
SH16 LINCOLN TO
WESTGATE PROJECT

This project will widen the Northwestern Motorway (SH16) from 2 to 3 lanes between
Lincoln Road and Westgate, and a new bus shoulder lane will be added in each direction.

Benefits

The interchange at Royal Road will be improved with more lanes, upgraded ramps and a wider,
3-lane bridge over the motorway, including an on-road cycle lane and a 3-metre wide shared
pedestrian and cycle path. Huruhuru Road bridge will be replaced and raised to improve
clearance for vehicles on the motorway:.

Cyclists and pedestrians will be able to enjoy the Northwestern Cycleway all the
way to the Westgate footbridge when it is extended as part of this project.

The 3-metre wide shared path will connect communities and provide

more options for pedestrians and cyclists to use the path for

commuting and leisure activities.
