The nominal forward distance is measured from the rear axis to two points at 1200mm o� 
the vehicle centreline. The front of the vehicle must lie within the bound of a symmetric 
triangle based on the two points with a height of 1200mm as illustrated in the diagram.

Minimum of 1750mm and maximum of 45% of wheelbase.

Maximum rear overhang is the lesser of 4000mm or 70% of the trailer wheelbase.

The rear trailer axle must be a steering axle that must be steering below 40 km/h and must 
be locked above 60 km/h. It must be capable of turning in both directions through an angle 
of at least 15 degrees.

All truck drive axles and all trailer axles must have twin tyres.
