Extent of consultation

The Ministry of Transport (Te Manatii Waka) published a draft of the Rule along
with explanatory material on its website for public consultation on 11 May 2023.
Te Manatti Waka sent notice of the availability of the consultation draft for
comment by email to approximately 89 groups. Waka Kotahi NZ Transport
Agency also sent notice to 1,967 individuals who had registered an interest in land
transport rules. A Notice about the consultation was published on the website of
Te Manatt Waka on 11 May 2023. Consultation was open for submissions until
22 June 2023. As part of the public consultation process, Te Manatu Waka ran 5
online workshops. Te Manatii Waka received 77 submissions on the consultation
draft, which were taken into account in finalising the draft Rule. The proposed
Rule was then submitted to the Minister of Transport for signing.

This Rule comes into force on 1 December 2023.

(b) introduce exhaust emissions standards for motorcycles and
mopeds, to apply at entry certification.
